How much is the bond measure?

If approved, Proposition 1 will authorize the City to issue up
to $38,500,000 in general obligation bonds to finance these
prajects, including the acquisition of land, and set excess
property taxes to repay those bonds, The bonds wou el b
repaid over a 20-year period.

How much will the park improvements and
park land acquisitions cost me?

The cwner of a median assessed home [5517,000] will pay
approximately 3112 a year, or 5 a month. This represents an
annual increase of appraximately $36, or 53 a month, over
what the owner is currently paying with the expiring 2006
park bond.
