Sherry stated that Marion was suffering hallucinations and thought people
were trying to break into her home. Dep. Welch, Dep. Wunderlich, and MHFP Sternhagen went to the
residence and spoke to Marion, they made sure she was safe and would be able to sleep. MHP
Sternhagen followed up with her and ended up speaking with her son, Marc, who stated she had a
bad case of sepsis, which was causing the hallucinations. Marc also stated his mom will be moving
into an assisted living facility that can better meet her needs.
