retired SPD officer and now head of Crista’s security for
o _ their Shoreline, Port Orchard and Silverdale facilities.

Locally, Crista relocated their 24/7 security operations to
a new building on Kings Garden Drive N. There are now 110 digital cameras
recording activity in nearly all spaces around their fifty-five (55) acre campus.
Thanks to donor funding, King’'s Elementary will soon have higher, 8’ fencing
installed around the building. Crista added a black 2015 Interceptor SUV to their
security fleet to serve, in part, as deterrent. We see good things ahead as Crista
leadership remains incredibly supportive of the Shoreline Police.

On Wednesday afternoon, | joined one of our KCSO listening sessions. It was here
| learned CAD could be partially restored as soon as July 16'". Vacancies have
declined to just below 100, a number not seen since last December. There is work
ahead, but that metric is one indication separations, retirements, etc. are subsiding.
