From July 1 to September 30, 2024, RCR Crisis Responders provided services for a total of 649
individuals in our community, during a total of 1,343 encounters.

Of those individuals served for whom race data was available (n=345), 70% were White, and
30% were Black, Indigenous or People of Color (BIPOC).

Of those for whom housing data was available (n=222), 33% were homeless or unhoused. Of
individuals served, 53% identified as female, 46% identified as male, 1% identified as trans,
non-binary or other gender expression.
