ELECTIONS SCRIPT

April 6, 2006

The Planning Commission Bylaws state that the Commission shall elect a Chair and a Vice Chair each year at its first regular public meeting in April.  
I will conduct the election for the Chair and the newly elected Chair will take over the meeting and conduct the election for Vice Chair.

Rules for the Election are as follows:
1. No one may nominate more than one person until every member wishing to nominate a candidate has an opportunity to do so

2. Nominations do not require a second
3. Voting will take place in the order nominations were made

4. You will be asked to vote by a raise of hands
5. Nominees must receive a majority vote (5 votes) to be elected 
Conducting the Election:
1. Repeat each nomination until all nominations have been made 
2. Ask again for further nominations

3. Declare the nominations closed (motion to close the nominations is not necessary)  
· As soon as one of the nominees receives a majority vote (five votes) - declare him/her elected, no votes will be taken on the remaining nominees
· A tie vote results in a failed nomination
· If none of the nominees receives a majority vote, call for nominations again and repeat the process until a single candidate receives a majority vote
Commissioner Harris and Vice Chair Piro have both met the two consecutive Terms limit for their positions.
